An Open Letter to Mary Daly
Audre Lorde, 1979

Audre Lorde criticises Mary Daly for
grounding her discussion of “women”
solely in white Western female
experience, thereby excluding Black
and Third World women from the
category of womanhood. By making
the letter public “to all women,” Lorde
exposes the racial and discursive
power structures embedded within
feminist debates.



Snow Dump Site
Siun Studio, 2021

This project compiles 6 months of fixed-point surveillance images from 2 snow-dump
sites, captured automatically every 3 minutes and filtered into time segments before
being bound into 2 thick books. Flipping through the pages reenacts the gradual

accumulation and melting of the snow piles, with repetition and volume forming the
central structure of the work.



South Korean Calendar
Hanne Darboven, 1991

Hanne Darboven appropriates a full year of South
Korean daily-tear calendars and rewrites each page
using the same numerical calculations and handwriting.
Across 365 days, this minimal rule produces a system
of repeated units, showing how consistency over time
can generate density and variation within an otherwise
simple method.



The Unorganizable Dictionary
Jenny Kim, 2014

Jenny marks all dictionary entries that belong
to natural sequences such as days, months,
seasons or numbers, highlighting how these
terms appear under alphabetical order rather
than in their inherent temporal or numerical
continuity. The work reveals the dictionary not
as a neutral tool but as a classificatory system
that naturalises alphabetical sequencing as an
implicit hierarchy.



The Happy Reader
Paul Pacher, 2022

This publication presents 22 short texts by Carolin Emcke, each
responding to the same question “What makes us happy? What unhappy?”
from the viewpoint of a different figure. A consistent layout paired with
large portrait images frames each voice within the same visual conditions,

allowing repeated structure to foreground how perspectives are shaped
and revealed through format.
